CURRENT SITUATION IN KENYA 

        

We have had a good Christmas celebration and continue to thank God for His provision.  Christmas 
was marked with jubilation and a special hot meal for children from the surrounding Ndalani region.  In 
addition dry food was distributed to 7,620 people from the sub-district with several of them walking 
long distances for these special gift.  What a blessing as more food remained in our stores!!   
  
We will distribute the remainder of the food in January because there has been no rains in the last few 
months hence signs of a looming drought. 
  
My biological family were key in distribution of the relief food as our staff had gone for the Christmas 
holiday and national voting exercise. 
  
On 27th of December, Kenyans went to the polls to elect a new president and parliamentary leaders 
as well.  However, the election which started off peacefully has now erupted to chaos and violence 
with over 120 people reported to be dead as per today morning.  A lot of destruction of property, loot-
ing and violence is ongoing in all towns and cities.  We are currently confined in Ndalani as it is impos-
sible to go beyond Thika.  Nairobi and all other towns are blockaded by the General Service Unit and 
police hence civilians are not allowed to go in or out.  Currently it is not possible to move from one 
point to another within the country.  Ndalani is however peaceful and all of us who are here are safe. 
  
Please pray for peace as the situation continues to get worse and the government has given the me-
dia a blackout.  You can however access more information on CNN or BBC or our local newspaper 
websites i.e east African standard and Nation newspapers. 
  
We are emailing you from Ndalani and are not able to get contacts of most of our friends.  However, 
we are requesting for prayers for peace.
