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DEAR FRIENDS 

" But they that wait upon the Lord He shall renew their strength, they shall mount up with 
wings as Eagles, they shall run, and not be weary; they shall walk, and not faint......." 
Isaiah 40:31. Many of us have experienced issues that weigh heavy in our hearts and 
lives. Tragedies, disappointments, heartache, but through it all, the Lord has used this to 
teach us many lessons in our lives. Among these most important ones are that He shall 
never leave us nor forsake us no matter the circumstance....We need to abide in His 
promises... 

  
We praise the Lord for the new lives in MCF. A few months ago, 
we absorbed in our MCF family a  young woman who was ostra-
cized by her family. The lady, who comes from a very strict cul-
tural background and strong religious affiliation, became expec-
tant out of wedlock. This brought about alot of commotion in her 
family which resulted in the decision that she is a sinner who 
ought to be sentenced to death. The young woman, desperate 
and with nothing to look forward to, attempted to commit suicide 
and survived by the grace of God. It was immediately after this 

incident that MCF learnt about her plea and rescued her from hundreds of miles away 
without the knowledge of her family or clansmen however with the knowledge of the local 
authorities. She was admitted in MCF Yatta two months ago. While undergoing the medi-
cal check up, we discovered that she is HIV positive. 5 days ago, the young lady gave 
birth through cesarean section, to a beautiful bouncing baby girl who is HIV Negative!! 
Praise the name of the Living God!! Mother and daughter are recovering in hospital and 
we expect them back in Yatta in the next day or two. Please pray for her quick recovery, 
strength from the Lord and healing of her heart as she undergoes the guidance and coun-
seling sessions. Please pray for her family as well as none of them know of her where-
abouts as revealing this will only put her life and that of her new born baby in danger. 

 
 
 
You may recall in my last email a brief story about twins who 
were abandoned in our MCF Eldoret gate in the wee hours of 
the morning and an additional third child who was picked up 
from a nearby river. I am pleased to hereby inform you that the 
children are doing well and have regained good health while in 
the Eldoret Referral hospital. We have not yet received confir-

mation from the government about their being committed to 
MCF for care and protection and this is something that we are 
still praying about. It is our hope that they will soon join the 
MCF family. 
 

 
Over the past weeks, we have recruited 6 new teachers, 2 social workers and a 
new clinical officer due to the large number  of IDP children 
that we are planning on absorbing in the MCF homes. We are 
in the process of completing our induction program which 
includes trainings and an orientation exercise for them as well 
as giving refresher courses to our existing staff so as to bring 
them up to speed on the MCF protocols, nature of work and 
the traumatized children who are under our care and protec-
tion.

The process of moving the children has taken much longer than we anticipated due 
to the course of finalizing the legal procedures with the government. Our first group of chil-
dren will arrive this evening with more to follow tomorrow and 
through out next week.  
  
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Over the past months, MCF has been looking into ways through 
which we can serve as instruments of bringing peace and recon-
ciliation to those who were affected 
by the post election violence. The 
MCF team has on regular basis 
been visiting the areas where the 
IDPs who have left the camps are 
being resettled by the government 
in an exercise that begun recently. 

These are mainly mini camps where people are living in the 
same tents as they had in the Eldoret ASK show ground camp. 
They are living in the same areas where they had been chased 
away from. Majority of the IDPs are very reluctant in being re-
settled as they do not have a promise for a better tomorrow nor 
a guarantee of safety for their lives or life's basic needs. Currently, the Eldoret IDP camp has 
shrunk from a total of 18,000 families to 9,800 families. MCF continues to assist those within 
the camp with the activities that we have been involved in since January 2008, including pro-
viding a daily hot meal to the children who are in the IDP school.  
 
Beside all the events that have taken place since the beginning of the year, I am proud that 
MCF projects all across the country are progressing diligently. MCF has however not been 
spared by the global economic challenges which have resulted to the escalating of prices of 
fuel and various commodities such as rice, maize, wheat, vegetables among others. 
  
I am seriously working very hard with my MCF agriculture personnel in expanding our farm-
ing efforts in both MCF Yatta and Ndalani in order to grow adequate fruits, vegetables and 
cereals for MCF beneficiaries consumption. This will however take some months to achieve. 
  
Determination, dedication, faith, love and unity with strong WILL from the Lord will enable us 
achieve great things for the troubled and hurting people whom we serve. Once again, thank 
you very much for your continued prayer and financial support without which we would not 
have reached this far.
